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Summer Term Update 

Instead of the usual entry in the weekly newsletter we thought we would send you a bumper update on the work of FOG so far this year and a timetable of upcoming events. Friends of Goodrich (FOG) is the Parent Teacher Association at Goodrich Community Primary School and is a fundraising body for the school. All parents, carers and teachers at Goodrich are automatically members of this body and it is up to you how much or little you want to be involved but we always welcome, and indeed need, new volunteers and fresh ideas to keep it going.

The Senior Management team at Goodrich is keen to emphasise just how important the work of the Friends of Goodrich (FOG) is and say: “A big thank you for all the sterling work put in by you, your team and so many parents and carers. The impact on our school is huge and the contribution that FOG makes to the great sense of community we have at the school is absolutely central to that. We really do appreciate what you enable us to do here.” 
So far this year we have raised an amazing £10,000 with our fantastic Fun Run making up the lion’s share (and we are still counting!).  However it is our regular activities such as the cake sales and the treasure hunts which consistently bring in the funding and we want to thank you for supporting these events. 
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Last term just over £6000 of this funding was allocated which allowed the school to pay for a wide range of things they would otherwise be unable to afford, benefiting pupils from the top to the bottom of the school.
This included funding for:

· A coach trip for Year1 to the Museum of Childhood;
· Year 6 end of year production;
· Year 1 resources, to facilitate independent working;
· Library resources including rolodex & labels for new membership cards for Key Stage2 pupils;
· Revamping the pond area;
· T-shirts for the play supporters at break time so they can be recognised in the playground; 
· A bursary fund for the school council to use as they wish;
· A class set of a book for year 5 to support their Victorian Childhood topic;
· Resources for class 15 for their reading corner and for wet play;
· Games & craft materials for the Breakfast Club;
· Year 4’s World War II Experience Day;
· Science After School Club Resources; 

· Resources to enable an outdoor classroom for Reception to be created;
· Set up costs for an Early Years Foundation Stage Gardening Club.
A big thank you to all the committee members for organizing such great events and to all the parents who regularly help out.  As you can see from the list above, the money raised really makes a big difference to our childrens’ experience at school.  For the opportunity to have a say in how the funds you help raise are spent, please come along to the next FOG meeting at 8pm at the Herne Tavern on 15 June. We look forward to seeing you there.
