Goodrich Show- Categories open to adults and children.

8- Chocolate Brownies

Ingredients

140g unsalted butter

200g dark chocolate

200g brown sugar

2 tsp vanilla extract

pinch of salt

3 eggs

85g plain flour

Method

1. Preheat oven to 160 C.

2.  Grease and line the base of an 18cm square cake tin.

3. Place the butter and chocolate in a heatproof bowl over a pan of simmering water (don’t let bowl touch water).

4. When butter and chocolate have melted-making a shiny smooth mix-remove from heat and allow to cool slightly.

5. Beat with a wooden spoon the sugar, vanilla and a pinch of salt into the chocolate/butter mixture.

6. Beat the eggs in one at a time, beating well after each addition, and then add the flour, beating until smooth. You should have a thick rich looking mix.

7. Pour the mixture into the tin smoothing the top. Bake for 40 minutes or until a skewer comes out with a few moist crumbs attached (not sticky batter). 

8. Allow to cool, then turn onto a wire rack and carefully peel off lining paper.

9. Cut into 12 squares and choose 3 of them to bring to school to be judged.  The rest can be stored in an airtight container ( or just eat them- they should be delicious !)

10. Display on a plain plate. No further decoration necessary. Judging will be on taste-not 

just appearance !

9-Jar of Jam

Any flavour of jam. Must be home made and labelled with date made. Feel free to decorate jar/label but again, judging on taste not appearance !

10-International Dish

Any dish that comes from outside of the UK. Dish needs to be labelled with name of dish and country of origin. Must be able to be eaten cold.

11-Home grown veg

Anything you have grown yourself, whether grown in a container, allotment or in your back yard. To be displayed on plate provided at school on day of competition.

12- Fruit scones

Any recipe, any size ! Present 3 home made fruit scones on a plain plate. The judge will decide which scones tastes the best !

13-Floral Display

Any flowers/leaves/herbs you have grown yourself. Bring your own vase to display. Displays must be put together on day of competition in Lythgoe Hall.

14- Craft

Anything home  made. Could be knitting, crochet. origami, sewing, quilting.
